Event Overview

6:45-7PM

Check-In: Give each girl a necklace* to make that identifies her in one of 4 groups for evening activities

Encourage groups to do photo posing by stand-up figures of Rapunzel and Maximus.

Warm Up activity- Tangled Trivia Game : Give each troop/team a copy of Tangled trivia game* and pencil (2 people per game sheet) to work on at tables while waiting for all to check in.  

Play music from “Tangled”

7PM

Event begin: Introduce staff and go over answers to Tangled Trivia
7:05-8:05

Station rotations* (15 minutes each station, 4 groups, 4 stations)

1: Hair jewelry: Mothers and daughters work together to design and make hair clips and barrettes using feathers sequins ribbon buttons flowers etc. Supplies to make 3-4 hair clips per girl. Assign 2-4 Moms to hot glue gun table to help assemble the hair jewelry. Have each girl make a princess crown* and decorate with sequins.
2. Chameleon fun: Discuss chameleons, Discuss character Pascal in the movie. Have girls describe what Pascal did when his mood changed (he changed colors) and what mood was represented by each color. What were some of the events in the movie that made Pascal angry jealous sad or happy. What signs do people give that show us what mood they are in?  Have the girls practice showing these emotions with their faces. Make Pascal party blowers*.

3. Light Up the Night: Discuss the use and history of Chinese lanterns as seen in the movie. Show one to the girls if you have one (unfortunately launch is illegal in our state, explain why).  Have the girls make small lanterns from baby food jars*.  While half the group paints their lanterns, have the other half work with Mom or a buddy to make frying pan necklaces*. 
4. Let down your hair:  Using SR GS and Moms, practice hair braiding among the girls (using  the personal hairbrushes in the grooming kits issued to each girl), or….. can use yarn braids*  and decorate your braids with flowers ribbon etc.  Have senior GS apply temporary sun/moon/princess tattoos.

8:05- 8:30
Serve refreshments (large Sun sugar cookies, grapes or fruit pieces, princess punch*) and play “Tangled” or “Mother Daughter” Bingo*
8:30-8:50
Night Scavenger Hunt/Hunt for the Lost Crown*: Pass out flameless  tea lights to girls to use in their lanterns. Have Seniors lead girls in groups on a short night hike to locate clues to find “the lost crown”, which ends back in the main room. Each girl gets a ticket and have a drawing for a fancy Tangled Princess crown.
8:55-9PM

Finale: Lights Out:  Turn out all lights and have the girls light flameless tealights and hold up their lanterns and sing along with music ”At Last I see the Light” (very moving and brought most Moms to tears)
